RULES  
The Regatta will be governed by the 2025-2028 Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions 
of US Sailing, the Procedural Rules of the Interscholastic Sailing Association, the MISSA 
Procedural Rules, and this notice of race and sailing instructions. 

 
ENTRIES 

A team may consist of a minimum of 4 and maximum of 8 students. This is a modified 
Tier 3 event. Mixed teams are allowed under MISSA Rule 4.4. This changes ISSA PR 1.2 
(g). Approval has been granted.

Scoring will be in accordance with ISSA PR 9. 
 
COACHING 

Coaches will be responsible for the rotation of their teams. Coaches should plan on 
providing their own boats. A boat ramp is available at the venue. 

 
COSTUMES 
This is a Halloween-themed regatta, and appropriate costumes are encouraged to be  worn.  
PRIZES 

Prizes will be awarded for the top 3 A, B, and overall teams.
